1) There were no declarations of interest for the meeting.

2) The minutes of the previous meeting were approved

3) Matters carried forward from previous minutes

a. Rob said that he had had confirmation that the landowner for the part of the footpath discussed in the previous meeting was owned by Waterperry Gardens. Sue to take a look at the state of the footpath at the weekend and write a letter to the landowner concerning its muddy condition.

b. Mike read a road report letter from SODC saying that they would deal with the dangerous potholes but they were not in a position to do anything else. Mike mentioned that some of the most dangerous potholes had been repaired in the last few days although the ones which were not so bad had been left. It was confirmed that Waterperry was now on a list of Villages needing attention.

c. Mike asked Adrian to check out a bench that one of the householder in the village no longer wanted and would be happy to donate to the village recreation ground

d. It was confirmed that we had become members of OALC

4) Planning :- 2 applications had been received

a. 3 Green Ground – there were no strong views

b. Townsend Farm – Dean took away the proposal to review.

5) Finance. RGM Accounting have been appointed auditors. Un-audited accounts were distributed. The PC agreed to invite Robert McKinney to a future meeting. There were some new bank mandate forms that Rob needed to sign.

6) Correspondence. All correspondence was opened and would be distributed for further reading among the PC members.

7) Village BBQ. This will take place on 26th June at 1pm. Dean will provide charcoal, Rob would provide folding tables and Sue agreed to put up posters in the village as a reminder

8) The Marquee. It was agreed that Adrian C would set up a central register of village users.

9) The noticeboard. Kit would check if he had a set of keys. Matthew agreed to put future Agendas and minutes on the Waterperry website.
