Recreation Ground

A purchase of a large BBQ within a purpose brick built unit for the recreation ground along with paving for the new table and the bench was discussed, but the parish council agreed that the BBQ may not be used enough and would need maintaining on a regular basis.

The parish council discussed the paving of the areas occupied by the new table and the bench to make it tidier and easier for lawn mowing. It was agreed that the new table should be moved out to at least 3 metres to allow for lawn mowing nearer to the fence area. Two quotes had been obtained for the paving, both of which were around £450. The parish council agreed to use one of the quotes but to ask for a more detailed quote and to show a copy of their Public Liability Insurance, which Sue agreed to arrange.


The clerk agreed to check whether the recreation ground annual safety inspection had been made this year as no invoice had been received.


Adrian agreed to get a list of all the trustees for the recreation ground trust fund along with the trust details.


Adrian also agreed to contact ROSPA to find out if the parish council would be allowed to repair the existing swing.
