Insurance Renewal:


The clerk confirmed that the renewal of the Parish Council Insurance had been taken out with Came and Company using Aviva Insurance as this offered the best protection for a reasonable price.
	

	
	

	6)
Finance and Precept:

The clerk informed the parish council that £180 has been raised by the entrance charge to the village fireworks event and that a small profit had been made taking into account expenses, VAT reclaim and the money raised by the Harvest Supper raffle. The money has already been paid in.

 
The clerk claimed £11.52 expenses, £6.00 for the noticeboard key cutting and £5.52 for barrier tape for the village fireworks.

 
Sue claimed £52.03 expenses, £14.88 for food for the Annual Public PC meeting, £1.85 for petty cash book for the clerk and £35.30 for the village plan meeting for which 90% will be recovered from ORCC.

 
The clerk informed the councillors that a cheque for £73.50 had been received from the previous PC insurers to refund the money paid for last year's village bonfire and fireworks event that was not required as already included under the insurance policy. Clerk to pay into bank account.

 
The clerk informed the councillors that next year was an election year and that the cost for an uncontested election would be approximately £85 and a contested election £1000. The councillors agreed that a contested election was unlikely.

 
The precept for 2011/2012 was reviewed and the councillors agreed to keep it at the same amount as this year. Sue signed the form and the clerk to send it off.
