Planning Applications:

Sue asked SODC why the Parish Council was not informed that SODC were investigating Townsend Farm by Planning Enforcement Officers when the previous change of use planning applications were being reviewed. She was told it is not their policy to notify the parish council on this issue.

Sue had agreed to question SODC on Agricultural (AG) planning applications that get passed with the comment ‘A formal application for planning permission is not required’ as why the parish council get to discuss it first in their meetings. This was discussed in the meeting and SODC Councillor John Nowell-Smith confirmed that it is still necessary for the applicants to make a formal planning application in order to ensure that they do not require planning permission and to allow the parish council to object if they feel that it would not be suitable, which would be taken into account if it was too near the parish roads or neighbouring properties, etc.


The planning application P10/W195/AG for general purpose agricultural building at Parsons Farm had already had planning permission granted with the comment ‘A formal application for planning permission is not required’ and so was not discussed by the councillors

Recreation Ground Update from meeting with Trustees:


The documents remaining outlined the trusts upon which the land was to be held and provided for the general management and control of the land to be vested in a Committee of Management to be elected by annual general meetings of that Committee to be help each April. Various bodies such as the Parish Council were to have a say in the constitution.


It is clear that the Trustees are responsible for the upkeep of the recreation ground including insurance and grass cutting.


The Trustees had not had a meeting or AGM for some years


It was agreed that it was not practical for the Trustees to raise funds separately for the recreation ground. This would have to compete with the Church and Parish Council fundraising.


The Trustees wanted to remain in place until an April AGM to agree a Governing Document is in place. When a charity is formed, its purposes and the rules for how it should operate are set down in a governing document.


In April a new set of Trustees will be appointed. Anne will confirm the maximum number of trustees allowed.
