Parking on Road to Wheatley:


Sue had attended a meeting at the Wheatley Police Office where it was mentioned that Oxford Brookes Wheatley Campus are planning to submit a planning application for demolition of the existing high-rise building and replacement along with a change to the entrance of the campus. It was suggested that the parish councils should register their concerns of the parking of students on the Waterperry Road and strongly recommend additional parking on the site.


The councillors discussed whether they should make an effort to back the planning application in the hope it would help reduce the parking problem on the Waterperry Road.


Sue mentioned that the police have not received any letters this term on the parking issue and recommended that it would be necessary to continue receiving letters of concern by individual residents. It was suggested that the parish magazine should include a section on the parking issue requesting that parishioners who are concerned about the parking issues need to send letters of concern to the police with the emphasis on the danger and litter issues in order for further action to be taken
