	6) PCSO Key Cooney

The number of calls received for the area was 28, which consisted of 1 burglary, 3 road-traffic collisions, 4 complaints about traffic, 3 domestic, 1 fly-tipping and 16 miscellaneous.
Metal theft has been very common in the recent months and two men have been arrested last week in connection with some of these thefts. TVP operations have been around scrap yards.

The public were warned about distraction burglaries.

Advice was to dial 999 if a crime was being committed or about to be committed.
