Planning Applications:

It was mentioned that the planning application P10/W1115 for the erection of a house on Rectory Farm had been withdrawn by the applicants


Planning application REF: P10/W1467 for the erection of new and additional boarding kennels at Burwood Kennels, Menmarsh Road, Worminghall (in Thomley) to replace the existing one was discussed. The parish council had no strong views. The clerk will enter details on the SODC planning website.

Planning applications P10/W1574/LD and P10/W1575/LD for lawful development of barns with use for business offices to be used as residential dwellings were discussed. Sue agreed to write a letter to SODC.

Insurance Renewal:


The Councillors reviewed the Insurance Renewal and two additional quotes from different companies. They agreed to go for the quote from Came and Company for Aviva Insurance but were concerned about the higher excess and that nothing was included for the recreation ground furniture. The clerk agreed to check whether the excess could be reduced for a slightly higher premium and to include the additional recreation furniture on the insurance. The councillors nominated Sue and Adrian to confirm which insurance to take when the details from the clerk were notified to them, as this needed to be completed by the renewal date on 1st November 2010 which was before the next parish council meeting.

The Bonfire and Fireworks Event was discussed with the following decisions made:


The clerk confirmed that the new parish insurance will cover the bonfire and firework event.


The clerk agreed to order the fireworks and collect them on the day and to purchase some cordon tape.


Sue agreed to notify the relevant authorities about the village bonfire/firework event.


Sue agreed to notify Rectory Farm about the village bonfire/firework event as it is quite close to their fields with livestock in.


Adrian agreed to do a Risk Assessment and send it to the clerk to forward to the insurance company when notifying them of the event at least 14 days prior, which is part of the new insurance company’s requirements.


Sue agreed to design a leaflet for the event and to arrange for them to be dropped to every householder in the parish.


Volunteer Mike Kemp agreed to help organise the collection of the wood from the villagers for the bonfire.


Volunteer Trisha Hallam agreed to help organise the food for the event.


Rob agreed to be the First Aider as he is qualified all councillors present agreed to be marshals.


Rob agreed to create some signs to place on the gate that is not to be used directing the public to the side gate that is to be used for the entrance into the field for the event, to arrange for a couple of tables to be put out in the field for the food to be placed on and served from and to supply some visible jackets for the Marshals.

The councillors agreed to increase the amount spent on the fireworks to £300.

The councillors agreed that the remaining swing should be dismantled to prevent any injury and that they would try to speed up the purchase of the new play equipment to replace it. The clerk agreed to dismantle the swing.
